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Background/Summary of Information
During our annual summer review of board policies and procedures the committee agreed with most of the KSBA recommended changes.  This included the updates to the state graduation requirements.  However, Spencer County School District has always maintained a higher standard for graduation than the state minimum and this was not reflected in those recommendations.  If approved, the policy will reflect a change from twenty-two (22) to twenty-five (25) required credits as well as an increase from three (3) to four (4) math credits.  This is consistent to what has been done in the past and closes any potential loop hole for this school year.  
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
