MINUTES

June 10, 2009

I. CALL TO ORDER: Brenda Pirtle called The Bluegrass Middle School’s SBDM council to order at 10:00am.  The meeting was held in the conference room.

II. ROLL CALL:  Council members present were Brenda Pirtle, chairperson, Mandy Hanson, Melissa VanZant, Rich Laing, and Jesse Floyd.   Teandra Parker was unable to attend.

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  ORDER04-16 Jesse Floyd made the motion for the May 20, 2009 minutes to be accepted as read. Mandy Hanson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

IV. RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:  Ms. Pirtle recognized the visitors:  Robin Carek and Mark Ott, which are the new 2009-2010 SBDM parent members. 

V. PEOPLE TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL:  None

VII. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Textbook Funding 2009-2010 School year:  Ms. Pirtle presented the textbook allotment for the 2009-2010 school year to the council.  Bluegrass Middle School was allotted $19,656.00 for the 2009-2010 school year.  

2. Stimulus Funding:  Ms. Pirtle presented the stimulus fund to the council.  Bluegrass Middle School will receive $25,797.  Textbook funding will fall short of the amount needed for each student to get a book.  Ms. Pirtle explained that the stimulus money could be used to supplement the textbook short fall.  The stimulus funding may also be used toward research-based materials such as Literacy First.  Ms. Hanson made the motion to use stimulus funding to supplement textbooks for the 2009-2010 school year as well as fund the Literacy First Program at Bluegrass Middle School.  Mr. Laing seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

3. Algebra I Capsize:  Ms. Pirtle requested the capsize limit in Algebra I to be raised from 31 to 35 in each of the two Algebra I classes.  This will include math books for each student with 2 sets of Algebra I books plus 8 additional Algebra I books.  Concern was raised over having 35 students in a classroom where there may be behavior issues.  Administration will be involved in any behavior issues.  Mr. Floyd made the motion to raise the capsize by four for the 2009-2010 school year in each of the two Algebra I classes with the option of revisiting the capsize for the 2010-2011 school year.  Ms. VanZant seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Student Dress Code:  Ms. Pirtle presented the Student Dress Code with revisions for the second reading.  Mr. Laing made a motion for the dress code to be accepted as read.  Ms. Hanson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

5. ESS Budget:  Ms. Pirtle informed the council that the ESS budget has been a shortfall from previous years.  Due to the lack of funding, ESS will be held one day each week on Thursday.  

VIII. NEW BUSINESS:  None

IX. OTHER BUSINESS: 

1.  Personnel:  Mr. Floyd made the motion to enter into executive session.   Mr. Laing seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ms. Hanson made the motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Floyd seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

X. ADJOURNMENT:  ORDER 04-18 – Mr. Floyd made the motion for adjournment at 11:00am.  Mr. Laing  seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
