ISSUE:
The East Hardin Middle School Concert Band would like to take a three and a half day, three night trip via motor coach to Atlanta.  We would leave on the afternoon of Thursday, May 11, 2006 and return on Sunday, May 14.  If permitted we would like to leave after school on the 11th.  This would cause the entire school day of Friday May 12th to be missed by the students involved.
