Due to the minority population at Rineyville Elementary School, we need a parent or teacher representative who is a minority to represent that factor.  Mr. Coffey will check to see if there is a faculty member or a parent who is willing to take on the responsibility.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Adams suggested that a Student of the Month by recognized by leading the Pledge of Allegiance during the morning announcements.

Mr. Adams suggested that the University of Louisville develop a presentation on study skills, testing, etc.  He will look into the matter further.

Ms. Manson brought up the matter of visual problems in students. 

These are visual perception difficulties not diagnosed by regular vision screenings.  She reported that with treatment the Doctor has stated she should see a significant improvement in her son’s reading within 30 days. One in four children have visual problems.  Most information is presented visually.  She suggested that the school acquire a program that would test students.  The kits would be around $299.00.  Another suggestion made by Ms. Manson was that we send informational handouts to parents regarding visual education. Mr. Coffey will check with Central Office to verify legalities.

We need to send Family Fun Night reminders home with students on Monday, Sep. 19.

Rineyville is working on a Wellness Policy to promote healthy lifestyles.  Plans to implement:
