Amend the 2019-20 School Calendar

DISCUSSION:

The current school calendar has the last day for students as May 22nd, with school dismissed on May 1st and May 19th.   Governor Andy Beshear has allowed school districts to utilize Non-traditional Instruction (NTI) days as a way to deliver instruction for the remainder of this school year.  Members of the Hardin County Board of Education may amend the calendar and utilize the NTI days for May 1.  School was dismissed on that day in the current calendar year.  The Board may also utilize the three “banked” days and end student instruction on Friday, May 15th.   The district approved the 2019-20 school calendar and instituted an instructional day that was longer than the required 360 minutes of required time for instruction.  By doing so, students received instruction that will meet the 1062 hour threshold at the end of the day on May 15.
Employees will still need to meet their contractual days. Employees who have 187 day contracts will be required to work May 18-22. May 19th will be utilized as a professional learning day to make-up for the February 14th day lost for a weather make-up.  Closing day for employees will be Friday, May 22nd. Employees who have a different number of contractual days will work with their supervisor to determine their last day.
RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Members of the Hardin County Board of Education approve NTI for the day of May 1 and to utilize the days of “banked” time to end the student school year on May 15, 2020 and change May 19th to a professional learning day and have closing day on Friday, May 22, 2020.
