Subject: Geothermal System for Thomas Nelson High School
Date: August 18, 2009
Issue: Financial assistance from the U.S. Department of Energy through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act – Geothermal Technologies Program to fund demonstration projects for ground source heat pumps. Thomas Nelson High School meets the criteria for this grant. This project will incorporate a geothermal HVAC system into construction of a 144,000 square foot high school planned for construction over the next three years. The Geothermal Technologies Program will fund up to half the installation cost for a geothermal system. The total system cost for Thomas Nelson High School is estimated at about $3.206 million. This grant application will seek to defray half that amount – $1.6 million. 

Recommendation:  Approval for the requested application to the U.S. Department of Energy – Geothermal Technologies Program for $1.6 million to fund half the installation cost for a geothermal HVAC system to serve the heating and cooling needs of Thomas Nelson High School.
