Trip description and Purpose
The Central Hardin FFA chapter has been recognized since its inception in 1990 as being one of the top 10% in the state and has been recognized on stage at the national convention as such. One of the key reasons for the success of our students is the attendance at leadership development events and participation in state and national competitions. 

The national convention will be attended by those members who are engaged in national competition and those who have been elected to leadership positions in our FFA chapter. We will depart for the national convention after school on Tuesday, October 20 and remain at the convention until it ends on Saturday, October 24. The members that will be in attendance will be those who have been elected to leadership positions and those who will be engaged in national competition, a total of 30 members. The students will be accompanied by teachers of agriculture Larry Hendrick, Katy Doyle, and Jeff Gerstenkorn (staff member in ROTC at Central).

Mode of Travel and Financing of the Trip

FFA members will be attending the convention via a charter bus provided by United Coach and Tour, and will stay in the hotel provided by the National FFA Organization through the convention bureau (Holiday Inn). Most hotels are tied up through this system due to the magnitude of the convention and students receive a $10 registration discount if rooms are booked through the convention bureau.
Members that attend the national convention will be responsible for paying for the cost of the trip, but will have the opportunity through fundraisers to reduce the cost of the trip. Central Hardin FFA and the state organization will also help out on funding as we are to be recognized on stage as a national three star chapter (the highest recognition a local chapter can receive). Total cost of the trip per student is approximately $300. Those who are in national competition will have their trip paid for by the local, state, and national organizations. Travel for the advisor(s) in attendance will come from vocational travel provided through Perkins funding.
