“Review”

· In mid-July, 44 Youth Theatre of Hardin County members under the direction of Bart Lovins, Carol Zagar, Phyllis Westfall and Bruce Caldera presented 6 performances of The Wizard of Oz before public audiences totaling 4000. The students hale from 11 different area schools including Central, John and North Hardin High Schools, Bluegrass, East, James T. Alton and West Middle Schools, Elizabethtown High School, T. K. Stone Middle School, North Hardin Christian School and St. James School. 

· July 13, auditions were held for next season’s Fall PRO/AM Musical Into The Woods.  47 talented members of the community auditioned and 17 were selected including 3 area high school students.
· On July 20, the last event for the 2008-09 year was a concert by Patrick Henry Hughes presented by Elizabethtown Area Christian Women’s Connection to an audience of nearly 300.
· July 25, PAC staff and volunteers participated in KIDS DAY at Towne Mall.  A table display featuring a coloring contest, survey/ sign-up forms, and flyers describing the PAC’s season of events for 2009-10 drew crowds of children and adults. 240 “clappers” and PAC pens were distributed, 90 survey forms were completed and 70 new email/post mail addresses were gathered. Josh Peace won a $25 PAC Gift Certificate for completing the survey. 38 young people participated in a coloring contest promoting the upcoming “Ralph’s World” event. 7 year-old Kaiden Porter won tickets for her and her family to come to the performance.
