Background/Summary of Information
The district released an RFP to procure a fueling station for the Transportation Compound.  Upon the closing date/time of the RFP all sealed bids were opened and reviewed.  Upon a review of all submitted bids it is recommended that the Board approve the bid from A & M Oil Company, Inc.  A & M Oil Company, Inc provided two options for the Board to consider regarding the above ground fuel storage tank.  The total bid price for a 10,000 gallon above ground fuel storage tank and fueling dispensers is $111,746.00.
