Academic/School Day Successes for 2019-2020
Interventions:
APEX Credit Recovery Lab
378 students received half credits in our APEX credit recovery this year.  This is compared to 411 last year.
We offered college and career readiness (CCR) in math and English to freshmen, sophomores and seniors.  Students showed growth in all classes, grades and areas.  
Preliminary Assessment data
KPREP On Demand – Due to COVID-19, our students did not take this assessment; therefore, no scores will be reported for the 2019-20 school year.  
ACT – This year scores are- Comp-19.33; Math- 19.22; Science- 19.36; English- 18.85; Reading- 19.39

Last year scores were- Comp- 19.1; Math- 18.48; Science- 19.01; English- 18.67; Reading- 19.63
KOSSA – 63 students passed the Kentucky Occupational Skills Standards Assessment after being identified as preparatory in their career pathway.
End of Program Assessment – 67 students passed the End of Program Assessment after being identified as preparatory in their career pathway.
Industry Certifications – 76 juniors and seniors earned industry certifications in their career pathways. 
ASVAB – 17 juniors and seniors successfully passed the ASVAB to be military ready.
Goals for 2020-2021
· We will be very proactive in our hiring this year to secure the best teacher candidates available. We began posting jobs and interviewing/hiring in April of 2020.  
· Our intervention team is working on strategies to better implement intervention strategies for students next year.  An intervention ad hoc committee was formed last year to plan and prepare for school-wide interventions for all students no matter their ability level.  We are revamping our CCR classes at the 9th and 12th grade levels in math and English.  
· We will continue work to improve our college and career readiness so that students may transition out of high school prepared for employment, the military or college.  
· There will be a focus on the new assessment and strategies to continue our academic progress – especially with the new accountability system. We will be using programs such as No Red Ink (premium package), PEG writing (on demand writing) and CERT (ACT prep) to monitor student growth in those areas.
· We are moving toward a 1:1 technology initiative.  We have inventoried what we have and will continue to purchase more chrome books in order to be 1:1 in the near future.  Currently, we have over 1,100 chrome books and we are looking to add 7 additional carts for next school year.  
· We will embrace the new normal schools will face as a result of the pandemic, COVID-19.  A major goal will be to provide a safe and healthy environment for our students and staff. 
What's New
We held classes virtually through non-traditional instruction for nine weeks to finish the 19-20 school year. Staff were forced to collaborate more and grow in using technology more and in new, creative ways.  Because of COVID-19, we were not able to end our school year celebrating our students in the traditional way with our senior week, graduation walk, awards ceremonies and scholarship night.  Instead, we got creative in recognizing and honoring our students.  We delivered pizzas to our 30 point club juniors who scored a 30 or higher on the March ACT.  We delivered yard signs for our graduating seniors.  We held a virtual graduation which was more personalized than our traditional ceremony has been in the past.  We also created a virtual Awards/Scholarship Night. 
New pathways were created for the 20-21 school year: criminal justice, residential maintenance, carpentry.  We added a world language, Japanese, to our course offerings.  This is in addition to German and Spanish. 
Seniors completed a Senior Project before graduation.  Each individual senior developed an idea and plan on how to better their school and community.

· Our technology purchases have been directed more towards Chromebooks so that our students can better utilize the web.
