· #27.  Tobacco products, spice, E-cigarettes, juul or any device or product that simulates tobacco/smoking, or mood enhancing is a school violation use or possession of any tobacco product, alternative nicotine product, or vapor product as defined in KRS 438.305

· Any student enrolled in Hardin County Schools shall not be permitted to use or possess any tobacco products (imitation or electronic cigarettes) alternative nicotine product, or vapor product as defined in KRS 438.305 on property owned or operated by the Board, inside Board-owned vehicles, on the way to and from school, or during school-sponsored trips and activities on or in all Board property at all times, including any vehicle, owned, operated, leased, or contracted for use by the Board and while attending or participating in any school-related student trip or student activity.
