ISSUE

The contract for the insurance coverage for the Hardin County Schools needs to be renewed.

FACTS


The Hardin County Schools contract for insurance coverage expired on June 30, 2020.  Curneal and Hignite Insurance Company is our current vendor. They are underwritten by Liberty Mutual.  Hardin County Schools has worked with Liberty insurance to improve our insurance rating by establishing a safety review committee.  This committee continues to make suggestions to building leaders in procedures and repairs. This has helped to reduce the number of insurance claims being made.  As a result, Curneal and Hignite are able to offer reductions in premium costs to the district (see attached Premium Comparison Page). 

Next year, the premium for insurance cost for Hardin County Schools will be approximately $1,544,761 as opposed to the current premium of $1,409,194 which results in an increase of $135,567. One increase to the total premium was overall Package which included a $15 million in blanket increasing and adding a new building for West Point.  Hardin County had a increase in their workers compensation experience mod from .89 to .99, which led to a higher premium. The premiums may change after the payroll audit. Cyber Liability insurance has been offered at an additional premium of $23,318 which includes a $1million in limit and cybercrime $500,000. The largest increase in premiums was auto. Overall, districts across the state are increasing and due to claims against our policy the increase was $50,342.
Curneal and Hignite will extend the current offer of premium reductions over the next fiscal year with the option to renew annually based on this year’s property value, liability rate, Workman’s Compensation and the continuance of work from the safety committee. The insurance consultant for Hardin County Schools, Keith Riley, has reviewed the insurance proposal and recommends that we continue our contract with Curneal and Hignite.
