KiNVO breaks these barriers and makes it possible to communicate with all families through two-way communications regardless of home language, living situation, internet access, or reading abilities so that our school can build relationships with families, prevent chronic absenteeism, and keep students on track to graduate..  However, KINVO, the web and mobile app was specifically designed to ensure equitable access and support for schools with high numbers or high percentages of children from low-income families to help ensure that all children meet challenging state academic standards.
