· Grant Avis, a Sophomore, was named a “Tuesday’s Teen” in The News-Enterprise.  Grant recently won a national championship in Social Studies at the Beta Convention over the summer. He is on the Academic Team, Speech & Debate Team  and is involved in the Y-Club. Grant serves as President of the Young Democrats.  
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· After months of planning, organizing, and collecting donations, a group of Central Hardin students raised over $9,600 for pediatric cancer research at the University of Louisville Hospital and Norton's Children's Hospital. Initiated and led by senior Isabelle Hobbs, the hard work culminated in a mini-dance marathon on Friday, September 20th called RaiseRed, which is sponsored by the University of Louisville. Over 150 students danced from noon until 8:00, under the instruction of student representatives from UofL, as well as community fitness instructor and 1999 Central Hardin graduate Jessi Clemons. The following community members gave testimonies of their experiences with childhood cancer throughout the day: Central Hardin freshman Eli Thompson; graduate Orvie Humes; mother of sophomore Sydney Dover, Melissa Dover; father of Addison Jo Blair, Wes Blair; mother of Brooklyn Disselkamp, Erin Disselkamp; and mother of Tenley Ward, Karen Ward. Students pledged to not to sit down during the entire marathon, except during the speakers' testimonies, during which they took a knee. The Central Hardin RaiseRed committee and sponsors look forward to growing this event in the future.
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· Evan Jones spoke at a legislative hearing in Frankfort  on their continued support of the Kentucky Pediatric Cancer Foundation through public funding. Evan was also  named a “Tuesday’s Teen” in The News-Enterprise.  When he’s not playing football and taking part in Y-Club, he often is advocating for pediatric cancer research. Evan was diagnosed with osteosarcoma, a form of bone cancer when he was younger. Evan is also involved in St.Baldrick’s and serves monthly on Norton Hospital’s Teen Advisory Council.  
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· The JROTC Raider teams have been very busy racking up more wins! At the Logan County High School Cougar Rumble, the team finished with the school best combined times. The teams completed the course with a combined time of 3 hours 53 minutes, 22 minutes ahead of the next school. The Bruins won the Junior Varsity Division and placed 2nd in the Varsity Division. The meet featured 12 JROTC teams from TN and KY.  At the Allen County-Scottsville High School Patriot Challenge the teams finished with the school best combined times The teams completed the course with a combined time of 2 hours 12 minutes, 38 minutes ahead of the next school. The meet featured 15 Army JROTC teams from TN and KY. The Bruins finished 1st and 4th overall winning the Varsity and Junior Varsity Divisions. The Bruin Varsity team completed with the meet’s best time of 59 minutes, nearly 7 minutes faster than the next team. The Bruin JV team completed the course in the time of 1 hour 12 minutes, 30 minutes faster than the next JV team. The Central Hardin Bruin JROTC Raider Teams placed 3rd and 8th overall at the Ft Knox High School Raider Meet on 20 October.  The meet featured 29 Army JROTC teams from Tennessee and Kentucky.  A large crowd turned out to motivate the Cadets in the challenging 6 events.  The Bruin Varsity team placed 1st in the HUMMV Push and Barrel Roll, and placed 2nd in the 50 Tires and Relay events.  The Bruin Varsity team finishes the regular season 62-3 and undefeated against Kentucky teams.  The Junior Varsity team is 49-0.  
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· Isabelle Hobbs was named  a “Tuesday’s Teen” in The News-Enterprise.  Isabelle over saw the RaiseRed event where more than $9,600 was raised for the University of Louis­ville Department of Pe­di­atric Oncology and Hem­a­tol­ogy. 
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· Congratulations to Lady Bruin Soccer Team. The Lady’s Bruins ended their season with a record of 16-9 and 5th Region Champs!
· Congratulations to golfers Allan Lockwood, Marlee Toothaker, Paige Gray & Katie Gray for competing in the state golf tournament. Allan finished 11th
· Drama Club students performed “The Laramie Project,” which is based on the real-life event of the 1998 murder of Matthew Shepard. 30 students and 5 staff members were involved in the production. 
· Juniors Zach Perry and Hayden Whitsell competed in Fishing University's Make Me a Star television show on the Outdoor Channel. There were more than 1,000 teams from the United States and Canada competing for two spots on the television show. To earn a spot on the show, teams had to make social media posts that included pictures of their fishing adventures. The top two teams that posted the most times and became more popular on social media went on to compete on the television show with a pro angler and a chance to earn scholarship money. The boys made 5,004 social media posts, approximately 2,000 more posts than the TV show’s previous record. They also placed second in the finishing tournament portion of the show. They each received $20,000 scholarships. 
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· The Central Hardin Army JROTC Bruins concluded their Raider season by traveling to Molena, Georgia, for a two day competition at the Army National Raider Championships.  The meet had 5 challenging events which include the Cross Country Rescue, Physical Team Test, 5K Run, One Rope Bridge and the Gauntlet. The Male team finished as the top Kentucky school, 1st in the 7th Brigade (MI, OH, IN, KY, TN), and 13th overall. The Bruins team was the top school in the 7th Brigade in 4 of the 5 events.  The Mixed team competed for the second time and was the top Kentucky school.  The Bruins improved in their times in each of the 5 events in both divisions.The team’s regular season record of 62-3, along with the previous 3 years, gives the seniors a 4 year career record of 238-10.
