SUBJECT:  Approving the 2020-21 school calendar as a variable student instructional year 

FACTS/DISCUSSION:

KRS 158.070 requires 170 student attendance days and 1,062 hours of instruction, unless using a variable student instructional year.  A variable student instructional year can be utilized when the first student attendance day is on the Monday closest to May 26, which in 2020 is May 24.  A variable student instructional year only requires 1,062 hours on instruction, which is considered proportionately equivalent of 170 instructional days.

The proposed 20-21 school calendar is a variable student instructional year, with the first student attendance day on Monday, August 24.  1, 062 hours of instruction will be achieved in 166 instructional days.  The calendar includes 4 Professional Development Days, 4 Professional Learning Days, and 4 holidays.  The last scheduled student attendance day is May 21.
RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Hardin County Schools Board of Education approve the 20-21 school calendar as a variable student instructional year, with the first student attendance day on Monday, August 24, with 166 days of instruction to achieve 1,062 instructional hours.
