OPTION ONE

TRADITIONAL IN-PERSON SCHOOL

This option allows students to attend school daily in person while abiding by
specific health and safety guidelines. The school day will follow the standard
schedule that includes all core classes and special subject areas.

OPTION TWO

VIRTUAL ACADEMY

This option allows students to participate in an online learning program from their home.
This option is for families who would like to maintain their connection to school but don’t
yet feel comfortable sending their student(s) back into the school building.

VIRTUAL ACADEMY LOGISTICS

e |f the Traditional In-Person School is selected, a student may transfer
to the Virtual Academy at any point.

OPTION TWO: VIRTUAL ACADEMY

e Elementary students enrolled in the Virtual Academy will be required
to remain in this option until a natural break occurs in the school
calendar (i.e. Fall Break, Winter Break, Spring Break)

e Middle and High School students enrolled in the Virtual Option will
be required to remain in this option until the end of the first semester
