I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Jennifer Burnham made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:04 p.m.  Members in attendance were Caleb Ernst, Deanna Lively, Alex Todd, Andy Games, Amy Inman and Sheldon Lackey.  Rex Hanson, Guidance Counselor, was also in attendance.  This was a virtual meeting held through ZOOM.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 19-73 – Amy Inman made a motion for the agenda to be adopted.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the May 20, 2020 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 19-74 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the May 20, 2020 Regular Session minutes.  Sheldon Lackey seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the May financial report and activity budget dated May 1-31, 2020, submitted by Alayna Benningfield, EHS bookkeeper. ORDER 19-75 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the May financial report and activity budget.  Alex Todd seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A. Fees –Revised Athletic Letter for 2020-2021 School Year: Ms. Burnham updated the Council on the changes made to athletic fees.  After the discussion that took place at last month’s meeting, the fee schedule was changed to a maximum payment of $200 per family.  For each $100 payment, a student will receive two student passes.  For a payment of $125, a student will receive one student and one adult pass.  ORDER 19-76 – Alex Todd made a motion to accept the athletic fee schedule.  Sheldon Lackey seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

B. Updates to PD Plan for 2020-2021 School Year: The Professional Development Plan for the 2020-2021 school year will now include NTI (Non-Traditional Instruction).  ORDER 19-77 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the PD Plan for the 2020-2021 School Year.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
IV.
NEW BUSINESS: 

A. Recognition of Outgoing SBDM Council members and welcome of new SBDM Council Members: Ms. Burnham thanked Mr. Sheldon Lackey for serving on the SBDM Council for the past three years.  She also announced that, while we have no new members to the Council, Amy Inman and Deanna Lively were reelected to their positions and will remain on the Council for the 2020-2022 term.  
B. Dates for 2020-2021 SBDM Meetings: Ms. Burnham discussed the schedule for the 2020-2021 school year.  It was decided to hold the meetings on the 4th Wednesday of the month except during November and December. The meeting dates are as follows: July 22, August 26, September 23, October 28, November 18, and December 16, 2020 as well as January 27, February 24, March 24, April 28, May 26, and June 23, 2021  ORDER 19-78 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the meeting schedule.  Alex Todd seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

C. Updates for the 2020-2021 School Year:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that the Board will make a decision concerning the start of the 2020-2021 school year no later than July 1st.  

D. Facilities:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that the Softball Complex has been completed and the ribbon cutting ceremony will take place next month.  
E. Staffing Position (IA/Interventionist): Ms. Burnham discussed the possibility of converting the instructional assistant position in Credit Retrieval to an Interventionist position.  In order to do this, however, funds to cover the difference in salary between an instructional assistant and an interventionist would have to be paid from Section VI funds.  ORDER 19-79 – Andy Games made a motion to change this position from an instructional assistant to an interventionist and to fund the difference in salary through Section VI funds.  Alex Todd seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
F. Impact Survey:  Ms. Burnham shared the Impact Survey results with the Council.  Administration will develop ways to address those components that need improvement. 
G. Work-Based Learning Policy:  This policy addressed students who co-op, participate in Principles of Learning, and those who accept internships.  1st Reading: ORDER 19-80 – Amy Inman made a motion to accept the first reading of this policy.  Alex Todd seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   
H. Policy Revisions: Mr. Hanson discussed possible changes to the Dual-Credit policy (EHS SBDM Policy 10.03).  The changes would include an update to delete the GT coordinator being a member of the committee as well as the changes colleges allow to the student population.  A committee will be formed to review and amend this policy.  This will be discussed at a future meeting of the SBDM Council.
