1.  Purpose:  To gain approval for the annual JROTC Battalion Fall Break Educational Fieldtrip to Gettysburg and Washington, D.C. on 5-9 April.   This trip is designed to provide the junior and senior cadets in our program the opportunity to visit the Gettysburg Battlefield after reading and studying the Pulitzer Prize winning novel The Killer Angels.  They will also visit Arlington Cemetery, the Memorials, and the Air and Space Museum of the Smithsonian in Washington, D.C.     

2.  Educational Objectives:  

A. Read and then discuss The Killer Angels in the classroom in February and March.  Watch and discuss the movie Gettysburg in the classroom prior to the trip.  We will start 6 April with the museum tour and Cyclorama presentation and then tour the battlefield with a professional guide. 

B. Relate historical implication of the Civil War to the present.

C. Discuss the leadership traits of major leaders in the battle.

D. Discuss lessons learned from this battle.

E. Assign places of interest in Washington, D.C. for students to research and present an 8-10 minute information briefing to their classmates in the classroom prior to the trip.

F. We will visit several sites in Washington on 7-8 April.
