Fiscal/Budgetary Impact:

Loss of funding is possible if legal standards are not met for attendance requirements.

History/Background:

The calendar has been amended in response to COVID-19. Students would come back Tuesday, September 8. This is the
day after Labor Day and was favored in surveys of both parents and staff. Because of the later start date, the 170-day
requirement for students is lifted and the district must only meet the requirement of 1,062 instructional hours for the
2020-21 school year. To do this, the instructional day will be lengthened from 6 hours and 15 minutes to 6 hours and 40
minutes.

Talking points of the proposed calendar:
e First day for students is Tuesday, September 8.
Spring Break is scheduled for March 31, April 1, 2.
Last scheduled day for students is Friday, May 14 and closing for teachers on Wednesday, May 19.
The testing window for 2020-2021 is the last two weeks of school.
‘G’ days, or ‘Teacher Planning’ days have been added to the calendar to enable teachers meet their contract
requirements. Five of these days will be utilized before the start of school so that teachers can prepare their
classrooms for social distancing, plan/modify lessons, record videos for online instruction, etc.
240 day staff will have two additional holidays, Friday, July 3, 2020 and Monday, May 31, 2021.
First day for Early Childhood (Headstart and Pre-school) will be Monday, September 14.
