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The following is the annual report of Central Hardin High School.  The Council chose to address all areas of the policy.  The goals this year are as follows: continued refinement of the ninth grade academy, implementation of the Comprehensive School Improvement Plan, operation of the Health Science program and Project Lead the Way, and reorganization of the building into grade level areas and the trimester schedule.  These latter programs will continue our movement toward wall-to-wall academies.

The measure of success will be measured by continued improvement in our state assessment.

New faculty attended Literacy First Training in an effort to continue reading across the curriculum, as set forth by our Comprehensive School Improvement Plan. This initiative will continue and be evaluated by reading scores on MAP and KCCT tests.

As required by Senate Bill 168, the Comprehensive School Improvement Plan, and No Child Left Behind, the Council chose to address the substantive achievement gap occurring between males and females by targeting reading.  The school implemented Literacy First in the Fall 2005.  All 9th through 11th grade core content teachers trained in Literacy First and are implementing strategies to improve reading. Special needs and at-risk students have been identified as those reading two years below grade level.  Those identified receive instruction in the intensive Literacy First reading program. All core teachers have been trained in Literacy First targeting strategies in vocabulary and comprehension. These strategies will be used in classrooms to meet the needs of all students.
