Successes and Completion of NHHS Projects

· Four Career Pathways were established: VPAM (Visual and Performing Arts and Media), STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Medicine), BIT (Business Information Technology) and LEHS (Leadership, Education and Human Services).

· In its second year, the AVID program (Advancement Via Individual Determination) was offered to Freshman and Sophomore students.

· NHHS successfully implemented the second year of the Literacy First process, both intensive reading and comprehensive (within content areas).

· A Freshman Academy with two same sex teams was successfully implemented in the 08’-09’ school year.

· Big Blue Crews (advisor/advisee) were established to promote stronger student-staff relationships, goal setting, working together on the ILP process, scheduling classes and discussing test preparations.

· The District Interventionist resource teacher consulted with the Math department regarding Math MAPS results and developed next steps in the use of MAPS data.

· The Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) was reviewed and impact checks were conducted mid-year and approved by the SBDM council.

· In the 2008-2009 school year, all content departments met and disaggregated CATS test data.  The analysis was done to find gaps, and then departments developed strategies to address those deficiencies.

· The NHHS department chairs presented to the SBDM council and the Faculty the strategies to address the assessment gaps recognized through the analysis. 

· All departments have submitted curriculum-mapping documents.

· Freshman and sophomore students completed the fall and spring MAP assessments.  The test results were used to determine the students’ instructional needs in reading and math.

· The Presidents’ Club traveled to Frankfort with Mr. Dennison and met with Senator Tori and Representative Tim Moore.  The President’s Club also attended a High School Student Leadership Conference at WKU.

· The Fourth Annual Principal’s Breakfast was organized, and students who had either perfect attendance, made the honor roll, or scored proficient and distinguished on the CATS test were recognized. Over 500 students were invited to the Principals’ breakfast this year.  

· The Senior Class Sponsor held a Senior Night for parents to provide them with information about senior activities and costs. 

· North Hardin held its Fourth Summer Math Camp for Minority and Low Income students entering their freshmen year. (Approximately 20 students participated in this two-week camp).

Goals for 2009-2010

· Professional development opportunities will be provided on the development of the Individual Learning Plan (ILP), Third year of the Literacy First process, Small Learning Communities, and AVID.

· To continue to research Small Learning Community structures in order to determine the next steps of implementation (Freshman Academy is in place and fully functioning, we have started the initial phases of Career Pathways).

· Continued analysis of assessment data and student work will be used to continuously monitor and modify instruction to meet students’ academic needs and to support proficient work.

· To focus on delivering a rigorous and relevant curriculum while developing meaningful relationships with our students. (teacher-led; “Not what… Why?” initiative)

· To improve our parental involvement.

· Brittney Howard, Courtney Howard, and Camille Turner were chosen to participate in the prestigious Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky.

· Five seniors were selected for the annual Book of Gold honors – Jessica Bagby, Miriam Cho, Jacob Hughes, Katie Newton, and Molly Proffitt.

· Molly Proffitt, Patrick J. Morgan, and Grafton Sizemore were awarded the Senior Best Citizenship awards.

· The following seniors received ROTC scholarships – Katrina Brunson, Army ROTC at Bellarmine University; Chris Chretien, Army ROTC at Western Kentucky University; Angela Gregorio, Army ROTC at the University of Louisville; Anthony Merriman, Navy ROTC at the University of Utah; Greg Shepherd, Air Force ROTC at the University of Louisville; and Michael Taitano, Army ROTC at the University of Louisville.

· Four students attended the 2009 Summer Kentucky Boys State – Shane Greene, Davonte Johnson, and 

· Amanda Gillespie attended the 2009 Summer Session of Kentucky Girls State.

· Grafton Sizemore was selected to participate in the All-State Choir.

· Congratulations to five students who were selected for the All-State Band and Orchestra –Miriam Cho, Hannah Jeffries, Miranda Park, Marcus Pritt, and Joshua Smith.

· The North Hardin Marching Band, competing in Florida at a Bands of America Regional, was recognized as the class 2A champions, and finished 4th overall in the finals.

· The Marching Band competed in the State class 5-A competition, finished 1st in the West 5A quarterfinal, and placed 3rd at the State Marching Band Competition.

· The North Hardin Concert Band, Symphonic Band, and Wind Symphony all received distinguished ratings at the KMEA District Concert Festival.  North Hardin is the only band program in our district and one of the few in the state to have three concert bands perform at district concert festivals.  Forty-three students participated in all-district band this year, more than any other school in the district.

· The NHHS JROTC Rifle team competed in the state air rifle meet, finishing 3rd overall in the state.  Shane Greene shot 2nd overall in individual competition.

· Also, the NHHS JROTC archery team competed in the state and national tournaments this year. 

· Brittany Payne was elected to the position of Kentucky State TSA reporter.  At the state Technology Student Association conference this year, Cody Frankenberg and Brittany Payne won 3rd place for music production.

· North Hardin took major awards at the Somerset Teen Drama Festival.  Best performance trophies went to Alia McClendon for comic monologue and musical solo, and to George Leonard for Open Scene category.

· Jonathan Travis qualified for the regional academic team challenge in Social Studies.

· The North Hardin Y-Club participated in the Kentucky United Nations Assembly.  Greg Shepherd served as the secretary general for the conference, and Callie Thomas was one of 20 delegates recognized as an outstanding speaker and will receive an invitation to attend the Conference on National Affairs in North Carolina this summer.

· North Hardin’s student Y-Club participated in the KY Youth Assembly.  Grafton Sizemore served as the Governor for the 2008 conference.  For the first time in over 50 years, one high school will have two students serve as governor in back to back years – D’Ante’ Tinson was elected governor for the 2009 Kentucky KYA conference.  Other awards included:  Catie Baker was selected to the Senior Leadership Team; Meighan Shumate was selected as the outstanding advocate at the conference; a bill written by Andrew Boyles, Braden Proffitt, and Richard Shufelt, one of the highest ranked bills, was passed by both the House and the Senate.

· Winners at the State Foreign Language Festival included:  German – Timisha Brooks, 1st in Oral Proficiency, 1st in Listening Proficiency; Sabrina Henrich, 3rd in Listening Proficiency, Level 4.  Spanish – Laura Tardif, 2nd in Projects; and Ivanna Willocks, 2nd in Oral Proficiency, Level 2.

· At the KHSJA State Convention, the journalism and television production departments racked up the following awards:  Taji Johnson, 2nd place in best sports feature package; Jonathan Travis and Meighan Shumate, 3rd place in best music video or short video; Chris Chamberlain, 1st place in sports writing; Sam Rushing, 1st place in advertising; Brittney Smith, 1st place in single page layout; Jared Davis, 1st place, and Ethan Yates, 2nd place in overall newspaper design; Ethan Yates, 3rd place in two-page layout; Ethan Yates and Miriam Cho, 3rd place in page one design.  The school also took 3rd place in overall newspaper design, and 2nd place in General Excellence in the 4A division newspaper.  In the Yearbook category, the school also took 2nd place in General Excellence in the 4A division.  Other awards included:  1st place in overall coverage, 1st in use of graphics, and 1st in theme development; 2nd place in cover design, and advertising section; and 3rd place in overall yearbook design and yearbook photography.

· Marcell Haynes participated in the State Wrestling Tournament and took 3rd place in his weight class in the state.  Justin Browder won 1st place in the region tournament in his weight class.

· Lydia Gumm finished 2nd in the state golf tournament and was named Miss Golf in Kentucky, for the 2nd time in the past three years.  Lydia was also named 2008 Player of the Year by the Kentucky Section PGA and Area Player of the Year. 

· The 9th grade football team won the regular season championship.

· Allie Adcock and Kelsey Whelan will be cheering at Lindsey Wilson College next year, while Samantha Ward and Taylor Bennett will both be cheering at Western Kentucky University.

· The boys’ basketball team won the district championship.

· The softball team won district & region championships, qualifying for the State Tournament.

· The boys and girls track/field teams are region champions and qualified to compete in the State Track & Field Championships.
