COMMITTEE REPORT

CSIP Report for third quarter was presented by Chirs Kirkwood, as prepared by Erin Jarvis, attached. The 4th quarter report will be presented at a special called meeting on May 29.  We will include the forms in the first of year packets next year so that teachers can be more prepared.  It was noted that web page updating needs improvement.  This will be improved next year because of scheduled web page PD’s after school during the year.  Parent pick-up issue was brought up.  Next year we will schedule special area and resource teachers to rotate.  We will use two teachers inside and two outside to expedite pick-up.  Also, we will assign every teacher to be stationed at a bus after school next year at end of day.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the April meeting.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve the minutes. Ms. Stith seconded the motion. Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The April Financial Reports were reviewed by the committee.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

The committee reviewed the last month’s accident reports.  There were two accidents on the playground, two in the gym, four in the classroom, two in the parking lot and two on the stairs.

TEXTBOOK APPROVAL

The choices for Math adoption have been reviewed by Amanda Johnson and Nancy Peden, who brought the information back to the teachers.  The consensus was that Rineyville School should choose Everyday Math.  Ms. Kirkwood made a motion to approve the adoption of Everyday Math for next year, contingent on available funding. Ms. Parris seconded the motion.  Motion passed by consensus.

APPROVAL OF 2009-2010 BUDGET

Budget was presented to the committee for review.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve the proposed budget.  Ms. Stith seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

RINEYVILLE EMERGENCY PLAN

The proposed plan was presented to the committee for approval.  Ms. Yates will prepare Emergency Plan binders with the plan, the black paper to cover the windows and the “Need Help” cards in them.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve the Emergency Plan.  Ms. Stith seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

APPROVAL TO CLOSE THREE CPA ACCOUNTS

The committee reviewed the proposal to close three CPA accounts, which have had little activity for quite some time.  Remaining funds in those accounts will be transferred to the General Fund for student use.  Committee approved this action by signature on attached form.

SBDM ELECTION

Parent election results have been announced.  Tanya Parris and Jennifer Wiseman will be returning for the 2009-2010 school year.  Teacher elections are being held at this time.

OTHER BUSINESS

Ms. Kirkwood has placed a suggestion box in the workroom for staff.  Following are some of the staff suggestions.

· We would like clarification regarding parents bringing restaurant lunches in for their child and eating at the table with other students.  Mr. Coffey will check with Food Services regarding policy.  However, we do want to encourage parents to come in and eat with their child.

· Children get dropped off too early at the back door.  No one is here to supervise them.  We will, as we have done in the past, address this again to parents.

· Can we have staff birthday lunch less often?  This is an issue that should be discussed at a faculty meeting.

· Before we print the student handbook, we need to clarify/revise the dress code.  We need to specify that shoes with no back/strap are not allowed.  No tube, halter, or spaghetti strap tops.  Hoodies are allowed, but hood is not to be worn in school.
