CALLED MEETING

May 29, 2009

The Rineyville Elementary School-Based Decision Making Council convened in the conference room on May 29, 2009. Mr. Coffey called the meeting to order at 2:35.

The following members were present:  Billy Coffey, Tanya Parris, Jennifer Wiseman, Chris Kirkwood, Dawn Stith, Erin Jarvis  and Cathy Yates, Secretary.

The committee recognized the following visitor:  Melissa Lee.

TITLE I COMPACT AND PARENT INVOLVEMENT POLICY APPROVAL

Melissa Lee presented the Title I Compact and the Title I Parent Involvement Policy for 2009-20010.  Ms. Lee recommended that the teachers keep one copy of the compact in their classroom to refer to in conferences, etc.  Ms. Stith made a motion to approve the Title I Compact and the Title I Parent Involvement Policy for 09-10.  Ms. Parris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

TITLE I STIMULUS FUNDS BUDGET APPROVAL

Ms. Lee presented a few suggestions for the use of the Title I Stimulus First Round Funds.  The amount is $18,581.  However, since Math textbook adoption is going to be so much more than our state allocation, the committee discussed using the Title I Stimulus for textbooks.  Ms. Wiseman recommended that the Title I Stimulus First Round Funds be used for textbooks to offset the state textbook allocation.  Ms. Kirkwood seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

COMMITTEE REPORT

CSIP Report for 4th quarter was presented by Ms. Kirkwood, as attached.

SBDM ELECTION

Teacher election results have been announced.  Karen Arant, Annette Reesor and Dawn Stith will be the SBDM teacher representatives for the 2009-2010 school year. 

TEXTBOOK ORDER APPROVAL

Ms. Yates presented the textbook order, which was prepared by Ms. Peden, Ms. Johnson and herself.  The total textbook order is $44,560.60.  State allocation is $14,308.98.  With the state allocation plus the Title I Stimulus funds, plus $3,000 that was budgeted for over-allocation, we still need $8,670.62.  We hope that some of this can be cut by the company delivering the whole county’s order to Central Office and then we would pick our textbooks up.  What is left will have to come from Per Pupil Funds.  Other textbooks and supplemental materials will be purchased through our Activity Funds.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve the textbook order as presented.  Ms. Kirkwood seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

OTHER BUSINESS

Parent Survey results were presented by Ms. Lee.  234 surveys were returned.  Everyone liked the idea of asking the parents to return them in a sealed envelope, which we provided.  Comments were overwhelmingly positive.  One comment that stood out was that parents want to know how to become involved.  We already have several avenues open to them, so we will have to try to come up with different methods of letting them know how to become involved.

Ms. Stith brought up several issues/suggestions, as follows:

· The art closet and the PE closet were not provided shelves during the construction process.  Mr. Coffey will look into getting shelves for them.

· Temperatures in the building are very inconsistent.

· The intercom cannot be heard from certain areas of the building.  Ms. Yates will notify the company about the problem.

· It would be a good idea for someone to provide new families with a “welcome” packet.  It should at least include the information that our families receive at our Back to School Rally.  Perhaps a staff directory with pictures of who they can receive help/information from would be a good idea.  Perhaps we could provide a link on our website for new families to access.  Mr. Coffey liked the idea, but it will be a matter of assigning someone to coordinate.

ADJOURNMENT 

Ms. Stith made a motion to adjourn.  Ms. Parris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.  Meeting adjourned at 3:35.
