Mr. Steven Egan, member of the Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 10281 in Vine Grove, addressed the Board about the Voice of Democracy audio-essay program and the Patriot's Pen essay contest. 
The Voice of Democracy audio-essay program is for students grade 9-12 with the chance to win $1,000-$30,000 worth of scholarships each year. Each year, a different theme based on Democracy in America is chosen. Students are scored based on originality, content, and the delivery of their speech. 
The Patriot's Pen youth essay contest is open for students grades 6-8 for a chance to win their share of more than $900,000 in state and national awards. Each first-place state winner receives a minimum of $500 at the national level, and the national first-place winner wins $5,000 and an all-expense-paid trip to Washington, D.C. The essay contest encourages young minds to examine America's history, along with their own experiences in modern American society.
Mr. Egan urged the Board to share the information at the middle and high school levels as many are not aware of these scholarship programs.
