I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Jennifer Burnham made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:02 p.m.  Members in attendance were Caleb Ernst, Jason Hayes, Deanna Lively, Andy Games, Amy Inman and Jose Torres.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Burnham amended the agenda sent out yesterday. ORDER 20-07 – Amy Inman made a motion for the amended agenda to be adopted.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the July 22, 2020 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 20-08 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the July 22, 2020 Regular Session minutes.  Deanna Lively seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the July financial report and activity budget dated July 1-31, 2020, submitted by Alayna Benningfield, EHS bookkeeper. ORDER 20-09 –Andy Games made a motion to accept the July financial report and activity budget.  Jason Hayes seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT RECOGNITION: NONE
III. OLD BUSINESS:
A. Required Documents and Signatures:  Ms. Burnham reviewed the documents required by KASC for all Council members: “What Councils Do”; Display of National Motto (158.195); Rights of Students (158.183); Managing Government Records; and Your Duty Under the Law.  Each Council member signed the Proof of Receipt Form for Managing Government Records and Your Duty Under the Law and gave it to Mrs. Franklin to keep on file.  The Council also signed the Request to Receive Email Notification for Special Called Meetings form which will also be kept on file.  Ms. Burnham signed the Certificate of Distribution form and will return this form to the Attorney General. 
B. Select KASC Delegate:  Ms. Burnham asked for nominations/volunteer to be the EHS SBDM Council delegate to the Kentucky Association of School Councils.  Amy Inman volunteered to be our delegate.  ORDER – 20-10 – Deanna Lively made a motion to accept Amy Inman as the EHS SBDM Council delegate to the KASC.  Andy Games seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
C. Section VI Budget Update: Ms. Burnham gave an overview of the Section VI budget as revised.  She informed the Council that a request was sent to the Board asking the District to fund the difference in salary between an instructional assistant position and the proposed interventionist position for EHS.  ORDER 20-11 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the revised Section VI budget.  Caleb Ernst seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 

A. Election of SBDM Officers

1. Vice Chair:  Ms. Burnham asked for nominations for Vice Chairperson of the Council.  ORDER 19-12 – Amy Inman made a motion to nominate Andy Games for the position of Vice-Chair.  Jason Hayes seconded the motion.  Mr. Games accepted the nomination and all Council members were in favor.  The motion passed unanimously.  

2. Secretary:  Ms. Burnham asked Council members if they wished to have Mrs. Franklin, current SBDM Council secretary, retain this position for the 2020-2021 school year.  ORDER 19-13 – Amy Inman made a motion to appoint Ms. Franklin secretary of the Council.  Deanna Lively seconded the motion.  Ms. Franklin accepted the position.  Motion passed unanimously.  

B. SBDM Training and KASC updates:  Ms. Burnham requested the Council members to please complete their training for the year.  The Council parent members were given the KASC handout for the 2020-2021 school year.  KASC did not mail us enough handouts for each member; therefore, Ms. Franklin will make copies of the handout and put in our teacher member mailboxes tomorrow.  
C. Reminder of Background Checks – Parent Representatives: Ms. Burnham reminded our parent representatives about the need for an annual background check.  Ms. Inman and Mr. Games have had their check for the year.  Mr. Torres will need to have a background check completed.  Ms. Burnham asked Mrs. Franklin to please check with Central Office concerning the process for having the background check completed for Mr. Torres.  
D. Review and Adoption of School Emergency Response Plan, Procedures, and Crisis Management Team:  Ms. Burnham reviewed the 2020-2021 School Emergency Response Plan with the Council.  The crisis management team has been set for the year.  ORDER 19-14 – Jason Hayes made a motion to adopt the updated Emergency Plan.  Deanna Lively seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.    
E. Update to Dress Code Policy – Masks: Ms. Burnham reviewed the update to the SBDM Policy 6.02 – Dress Code.  The update adds the following item:  “When required for health/safety purposes, masks must be worn at all times during the school day.”  This change was made in order to meet the requirement of the wearing of masks as directed by State guidelines.   ORDER 20-15 – Andy Games made a motion to accept the revision of SBDM Policy 6.02 – Dress Code to include the wearing of masks.  Caleb Ernst seconded the motion.  The Motion passed unanimously.  
F. Back to School Plans and Hybrid Discussion: Ms. Burnham reviewed the current online learning model and discussed the hybrid schedule planned for the start of in-person instruction tentatively scheduled for September 14, 2020.  Some students have elected to remain in online learning after September 14th.  For families with students who have different last names, accommodations will be made to allow all the students in the family to attend school on the same days.  The plan is for all students with last names beginning A-J to attend on Monday and Tuesday and for all students with last names beginning K-Z to attend on Wednesday and Thursday.  All students are required to participate in online learning on the days they are not at school.  Ms. Burnham also informed the Council that administration will be meeting with the teachers to discuss ideas to better facilitate an online/hybrid schedule.  Ms. Burnham also discussed the requirements for cleaning classrooms and common areas of the building once we go to the hybrid schedule.  There are plans to stagger entering and exiting the building for walkers, car riders, and bus riders in order to help alleviate contamination of certain areas of the school.  
G. Professional Development Update:  Ms. Burnham informed the Council that Professional Development for our teachers was completed during the last week of July.  There were additional learning days last week and there may be opportunities for further learning days throughout the school year.
