Chairperson Charlie Wise called the meeting to order. The following members were present: Charlie Wise, Dawn Johnson, Kay Sharon, Ben Sego, and John Emary.

V. Focus on Academics  

Mr. Greg Sutton, Chief Academic Officer, discussed the beginning of the school year and the focus on fundamentals. He also brought in three principals - one elementary, one middle, and one high - to discuss the plans for Wednesdays for students.
Ms. Shelee Clark, principal at Lakewood Elementary, discussed the bi-weekly rotation of all A or all B students on Wednesdays. This allows all students to get time on skills they need, training on how to use Chromebooks both online and offline, as well as time on computer-based programs they use to supplement skills (Reflex Math, Edgenuity, etc.)
Mr. Kevin Estes, principal at J.T. Alton Middle, stated his students come on Wednesdays via invitation. Since starting the Wednesday attendance, the school has invited approximately 130 students each week. JTA currently focuses on KSI or low-performing MAP scores to allow time for extra services. Students in the gifted/talented pool (GT) also are invited to gain additional time for services. The plan is to eventually get to all A/all B rotations. The school started with small groups to ensure the success of all. 
Mr. Mark Wells, principal at John Hardin High, said they are using similar qualifications as JTA for their Wednesday groups. Wednesdays allow for Focus 40 interventions and teachers to meet one-on-one with students when they could not before. The FRYSC team has brought in students with mental health needs for additional services. JHHS is also looking to add ACT prep and FAFSA help for future Wednesdays. Like the middle school, Mr. Wells is hoping to eventually get to all A/all B rotations for the additional day.
The Director of Health and Family Services, Ms. Janay Sutton, presented the Healthy at School guidelines and reporting process for positive cases to the board. Since the beginning of school, these guidelines have seen several changes as well as the reporting process. 
The first step of the reporting process is that a member of the administration team (school principal) contacts Ms. Sutton on a positive case, whether student or staff. Seating charts are produced - class, bus, sports, etc. We look to see if a student has siblings. The siblings will be contacts, so the classrooms of both the positive case and their siblings, if a student, will need additional cleaning. Ms. Sutton contacts the superintendent to inform her of the school with a positive case. Mr. John Wright, Public Relations Director, is contacted to produce a letter, if needed, on a new case whether on-campus or off-campus. At this point, the Lincoln Trail District Health Department has already begun contact tracing and making calls once they have received a copy of the positive results from the medical provider’s lab. 
Contact tracing has changed since the beginning of school as the definition of a close/direct contact has been modified by the CDC and DPH. Close/direct contacts are now those 6 feet or closer and longer than a cumulative 15 minutes in a 24 hour period, as well as anyone a positive case has hugged, kissed, shared eating/drinking utensils, or respiratory droplets have been shared (ex: positive case sneezed on you). Typically, contact tracing begins 48 hours before the evidence of symptoms. As of the day of the meeting, HCS has had 27 cases - 10 staff, 17 students - with 16 of those being active cases. The district houses approximately 16,500 people, both students and staff.
