ORDER # 06-026 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Laura McGray and 

seconded by Annette Neblett to adopt the agenda.

ORDER # 06-027 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by April Pieper to approve the minutes of the August meeting.

FINANCIAL REPORTS – Copies of the monthly financial reports will be available at the next council meeting.

ORDER # 06-028 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by Judy Campbell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the personnel report. ORDER # 06-029 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JULY MINUTES – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Annette Neblett to approve the second reading of the July meeting minutes.

ORDER # 06-030 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FINANCIAL REPORTS –The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Annette Neblett to approve the second reading of the June, July, and End of Year financial reports for the regular accounts and the bingo fund.

ORDER # 06-031 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Annette Neblett to approve the personnel report.

ORDER # 06-35 – APPROVAL OF TITLE I PROGRAM BUDGET – Beth Richardson was present at the meeting to discuss the Title I Program Budget with the council.  Program dollars are based on the number of free/reduced lunch students in the school.  Mrs. Richardson explained the budget thoroughly including plans for using the instructional materials portion of the budget for possibly more computers for the PLATO lab and for MAP assessment, and for the Silver & Strong Consultant and materials for the math department.  The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the Title I Budget.

NO CHILD LEFT BEHIND – Mr. Dennison shared information from State Commissioner of Education, Gene Wilhoit, regarding CATS data.  The council reviewed possibilities for future strategies and future CSIP amendments in order to meet achievement gap goals.

ORDER # 06-36 – APPROVAL OF REQUEST FROM STUDENT COUNCIL – The NHHS Student Council sponsors had prepared a position paper requesting funds be allotted from the Bingo fundraising account for each of the four classes during this school year to be used for Spirit Week/ Homecoming Week activities.  The motion was made by Judy Campbell and seconded by Kris Hodge to allot $500 to each of the four classes this year and to refer the idea to the Bingo Fund Percentage Committee.

SBDM ANNUAL REPORT – The council reviewed the annual NHHS SBDM report to the Hardin County Board of Education.

INFORMATION ITEMS 

· The council members received a copy of the Student Accident Log, a copy of the Nurse’s Office Health report, and a copy of the Assessment Committee minutes.

· Ellen Douglas, social studies teacher, has been chosen as an Ashland Oil Teacher of the Year.

· Greg Shepherd, 9th grader, has been chosen to represent his class on the Superintendent’s Student Advisory Council.  (Other members are Angie Pulido, 10th grade; Lyric Angus, 11th grade; Brett Johns, 12th grade.)

· The Youth Service Center has prepared a flyer for victims of Hurricane Katrina to help them find disaster relief contacts in our community.

SPENDING POSSIBILITIES – Mr. Dennison reviewed very briefly some ideas on ways to spend some of the Title I funding for materials and professional development.

· More computers and renewal fee for the PLATO lab – possibly $13,000 - $15,000 for the expansion

· Silver and Strong Consultant for math – $1200 for a visit

· Title I Conference - $1500

ORDER # 06-37 - NEW BUSINESS – APPROVAL OF CSIP REVISIONS – The CSIP committee had met the morning of the SBDM meeting date to address the NCLB data for the school’s CSIP document, and the need to move from apprentice to proficient.  Some of the revisions involved ESS funds, MAP, PLATO, and Silver & Strong.  The motion was made by David Fredricks and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the revisions to the NHHS CSIP document.
