Approval of matching funds for students to attend CSI:Live! at the PAC
	DISCUSSION:
	     Arts For All provides all Hardin County Schools with a 50/50 subsidy match for transportation and admission expenses up to $500 per school per year to attend PAC events.  All applicants must prove that pre and post classroom activities connect this experience to curriculum studies.

     Due to low testing scores in the areas of math & science, HCS is seeking ways in which to make these subjects relevant and interesting to students.
     Mad Science’s CSI:Live! Will be performed at the PAC on Friday, November 20.  This is an interactive journey through the world of crime scene investigations.  With the help of supervisor Gil Grissom and a theatre full of audience recruits, two onstage CSU agents will use mathematical logic and forensic science to investigate the evidence and test their theories to solve a mystery.  In depth study guide available at thepac.net.  Age appropriate for ages 8 and older.

	
	


	RECOMMENDATION:
	     I recommend that the Board approve the use of funds to match Arts For All subsidies for students to attend this PAC event.  The PAC can accommodate approximately 750 students at a cost of $3,000.  Estimated transportation costs for that many students would be approximately $1,000.  Subtracting Arts For All support from the admission and transportation expenses leaves a financial commitment of approximately$2,000 for the board.  Should it be deemed necessary to add an additional performance that commitment could be doubled to a maximum of $4,000.


	RECOMMENDED MOTION:
	     I recommend that the Board approve the use of funds to match Arts For All funds for this PAC event.  Estimated commitment of $2,000-$4,000.
