Issue: Old Kentucky Home Middle School, New Haven School and Boston School Bloomfield Middle School each wish to seek a 21st Century Community Learning Center (21CCLC) grant to launch a program to deliver academic and cultural enrichment programs during non-school hours. This program is meant to provide students with a broad array of activities designed to help boost test scores and add depth to the curriculum while providing positive youth development activities during non-school hours. Each of these three schools will apply separately as new grant applicants through the Kentucky Department of Education as part of the 21CCLC federal grant Program. KDE anticipates new grantee awards ranging from $50,000 to $150,000 per year for three years. Fourth year funding will decrease to 75 percent of the original funding. Fifth year funding will decrease to 50 percent of the original funding. 
Recommendation:  Approval for the requested applications by Old Kentucky Home Middle School, New Haven School and Boston School for a grants in the amount of $150,000 per year for three years through the 21st Century Community Learning Center federal grant program administered by the Kentucky Department of Education.
