Thursday, July 1st 
You will depart from your school in the evening for your overnight bus trip into NY
Friday, July 2nd 
You will head into Manhattan. Today you are going to CBS studio to be a part of the outdoor audience. Tell your friends and family and bring your signs because you’ll be on TV!  At the conclusion of the broadcast, you’ll have a chance to tour the studio, if it’s not in use.  Then you’ll head for a visit to Central Park for a walking tour.  You’ll visit the Pond, the Wollman Ice Rink, the Mall, the Bethesda Terrace, the Lake and the Boathouse.  You’ll visit Rockefeller Center and then see fantastic views of Manhattan from Empire State Building. You will have lunch and head to meet a Rockette. You will go to Radio City Music Hall and have a guided tour and meet a Rockette.  You can have photo ops with the Rockette and ask her questions about her exciting career.  You will take a walk along Manhattan and have dinner at Planet Hollywood. Tonight you will see a Broadway Show. After the show, you will board the bus and head to your hotel for check in and rest for the night.
Saturday, July 3rd
After breakfast at the hotel you will board the bus and head into the Bronx.   Today you will have a guided bus tour of the Bronx. You will see all the amazing sites of the Bronx like Arthur Avenue with its European style Retail Market.  This is a market complete with homemade and imported sausages, chesses, fresh vegetables, imported olive oil and olives.  They also sell ceramics, gourmet pastas and more.  It is on Arthur Avenue that you will later experience an amazing authentic Italian meal at Ann & Tony’s restaurant.  You will go to the Grand Concourse and Boulevard and see the 4 and a ½ mile, 11 lane major street that was modeled after Champs Elysees in France.  This is the borough’s longest stretching street.  A little known fact is that it has the largest number of art deco buildings in the United States.  This used to be the Park Avenue of the Bronx. Once a largely upper middle-class strip, moving to the Grand Concourse was viewed as moving up in the world and prestigious. You will stop to see Edgar Allan Poe’s Cottage which was the final residence in 1849.  It is in this farmhouse, after losing his wife, Virginia,  to tuberculosis, Poe wrote Annabel Lee, Ulalume, The Bells, and Eureka, some of his best known works. You will also visit the Museum of Bronx History and see its exhibit of the Bronx—Then and Now. You will see Franz Sigel Park, Joyce Kilmer Park and finally go shopping on Fordham Road.  On Fordham Road you will find amazing deals on clothing, sneakers, bags and everything else you might need, even some “BLING”!!! You will board the bus and head to the Bronx Zoo, where you will have lunch and see the zoo with all its diversity, the viewing possibilities and its dedication to wildlife.  The Bronx Zoo is the home to the Wildlife Conservation Society.  Make sure you check out the Tiger Exhibit and the amazing Amphibians Exhibit.  Now you will board the bus and go for the delicious, homemade authentic Italian food at Ann & Tony’s restaurant. After dinner you will get on the bus and head to the new Yankee Stadium.  Experience the amazing stadium and watch a baseball game featuring the New York Yankees. After the game you will board the bus and head to your hotel for a pizza party and some down time. 
Sunday, Fourth of July—Fireworks in Celebration of Independence Day!!!
After breakfast in your hotel you’ll head into Manhattan. Today you will have a guided television and movie tour.  You will see how it’s all done and catch a glimpse of your favorite show locations.  After your tour you’ll head downtown to Chelsea where you’ll have lunch at the Chelsea Market.  Then you’ll see one of New York’s newest parks, The High Line.  The park was built on an old unused elevated railway track that spans 30 blocks in midtown Manhattan.  You’ll also have a chance to see Manhattan’s meatpacking district.  It’s an unusual combination of meat packing plants and designer boutiques.  Then you’ll head into Greenwich Village for some free time near the New York University campus.  You will then head to a dinner DJ cruise along the Hudson.  You will experience great views of the Statue of Liberty at night while enjoying amazing fireworks in celebration of Independence Day—Fourth of July!

Monday, July 5th 
After breakfast you’ll check out of your hotel and board the bus for your drive To Liberty State Park to catch the ferry to Ellis Island where you’ll visit the Immigration Museum. You’ll also see some fantastic views of the Statue of Liberty. You will take a ride into downtown Manhattan and walk up to Ground Zero.  You’ll see the former World Trade Center site. You will have lunch at the South Street Seaport. You will visit St. Paul the Apostle Church which miraculously withstood 9/11. Located directly across from the World Trade Center site, St. Paul's Chapel, an Episcopal church, was home to an extraordinary eight-month volunteer relief effort after the terrorist attacks of September 11th, 2001. Unwavering Spirit, a new interactive exhibit, honors that ministry and its legacy of love and compassion.  You will walk on the Brooklyn Bridge and enjoy the gorgeous sites. Next you’ll head up to Chinatown and have some free time for shopping.  In the evening you’ll enjoy an authentic Chinese meal at the Mandarin Court in Chinatown.  After dinner you’ll begin the return trip home.

Tuesday, July 6th 
You will arrive back home in the morning.

· Prices are based on the number of paying passengers specified and are subject to change if the minimum number indicated is not booked.  Prices vary based on the number of people sharing each room.  Each room will hold up to four people and prices have been given based on either one, two, three or four people sharing a room.

· If air is included with your package, there may be fees to check your luggage.  These fees vary according to each specific airline and are not included in your package.  Airlines that currently charge fees are charging $15 for the first checked bag and $25 for the second checked bag for each flight.  Not all airlines charge these fees and they are subject to change.  There are currently no fees for any luggage carried on the plane.

· There are no other hidden costs or extra fees.  If an attraction or location with an admission charge is listed on “Package Includes” then the cost to enter is included. · A non-refundable deposit of $100 per person is required with your signed tour agreement to confirm space.

· Final balances and a rooming list are due sixty days prior to departure.

· Travel insurance is available and strongly recommended.  It enables individuals to cancel and receive a full refund due to a family or medical emergency.  It is also provides trip delay coverage in the event of service delay or cancellation by a common carrier.
