B.   According to the 2009 NCLB Adequate Yearly Progress Report, 56.37% of free/reduced lunch students performed at the proficient level in reading. In math, 50.49% of free/reduced lunch students performed at the proficient level.

C. According to the SISI document review, there is little evidence of vertical communication with an intentional focus on key curriculum transition points within grade configurations (e.g., from primary to middle and middle to high).

D. According to the SISI document review, students cannot articulate the academic expectations in each class and know what is required to be proficient.

E. According to the SISI document review, instructional strategies and activities are not consistently monitored and aligned with the changing needs of a diverse student population to ensure various learning approaches and learning styles are addressed.

F. According to the SISI document review, there is little evidence that teachers incorporate the use of technology in their classrooms.
