SUBJECT:
CDIP PHASE 4 APPLICATION FOR NON-TRADITIONAL INSTRUCTIONAL DAYS (NTI) FOR 2021-22 SCHOOL YEAR
FACTS:
In December 2020, the Hardin County Board of Education approved Phases 1-3 of the Comprehensive District Improvement Plan (CDIP) per 703 KAR 5:225.  
The Kentucky Department of Education has added Phase 4 Continuation of Learning Plan for Districts to the CDIP requirements that contains the application for the district’s use of 10 Non-Traditional Instructional Days (NTI) for the 2021-22 school year.
The basis of continuation of learning plan comes from KRS 158.070(9) and 701 KAR 5:150 which requires a district to apply to the Commissioner of Education to grant up to 10 student attendance days to be used when Hardin County is closed for health or safety reasons.  The plan must include how the NTI process will serve as a continuation of learning that is occurring on regular student attendance days.  
By applying for 10 NTI days, Hardin County Schools is ensuring that students will receive a continuation of learning.
The new CDIP is a streamlined document, organized using the eProve platform made available through Advance Ed (eProve) and the Kentucky Department of Education.  Phase 4 has been completed and copy included for review.
RECOMMENDATION:
