Title of Request:  Create a full time District Wide Athletic Trainer
Background:  A full-time Athletic Trainer for our district would be essential in providing services to our student athletes in a full-time setting instead of just a few hours per day.  A full-time AT would provide services for our athletes in training, injury recovery and rehabilitation, and be responsible for making appropriate physician referrals.  A full-time AT may be able to teach one or two classes on first aid, CPR training, essentials of sports medicine and applied sports medicine, etc.  The AT could also be part of our Big Picture Program to provide a setting if any student(s) are interested in pursuing physical therapy or becoming a trainer after high school graduation.  
Other duties could include:

· Coordinate the annual required athletic physicals and supervise the clearance of injured athletes prior to and during the sport seasons.

· Maintain a line of communication with the team physician(s) regarding athletic health care and recommended treatment/rehabilitation for all athletic injuries. 

· Provide rehabilitation for our student-athletes which could save parents money 

· Assist coaching staff in evaluating and implementing sport specific conditioning programs and methods. 

· Maintain an effective and efficient athletic training room.

· Maintain communication with parents on the care & treatment of their student-athlete.

· File all necessary reports associated with athletic injuries and/or incidents. 

· Equip each team with appropriate medical equipment.

· Create a safe playing environment by monitoring and controlling environmental risks such as tracking heat index
