In 2019, the Kentucky General Assembly passed the School Safety and Resiliency Act, commonly known as Senate Bill 1 or SB1 (2019). This Act affected multiple statutes regarding school safety and student resiliency. Pursuant to KRS 158.4416, a statute resulting from Senate Bill 1, each local board of education must develop a plan for implementing a trauma-informed approach in its schools by July 1, 2021.
