RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – Mrs. Maria Batistoni was present at the October SBDM meeting to discuss Project Graduation.

ORDER # 10-031 - APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE AUGUST MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by Alan Campbell to approve the second reading of the minutes of the August regular meeting.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mr. Dennison briefly reported on curriculum, instruction, and assessment items:

· NCLB (No Child Left Behind) Data – Mr. Dennison shared that NHHS did not make AYP (Annual Yearly Progress), scoring 9 out of 13 targets, and met all reading goals. North is in Tier 4 consequences, very comparable to our sister schools in the district (Central and John are currently in Tier 3).  Things will have to be done differently with incoming 9th graders and our math scores (addition of pre-algebra?), and effort will be given to refine things already being done.  Tier 4 brings a threat of alternate governing; site-based could be disbanded, but Mr. Dennison has not seen this before.

· The graduation rate increased by 7%.

· The assessment committee will begin brainstorming about some accountability ideas.

· Strategies have been developed by the administrative team, Joy Carroll Miller and Carlie Rogers from the Central Office, and a representative from the KDE (Kentucky Department of Education) (see handout).

· The school and in particular, the math department, will be working to move more students into the proficient and distinguished categories.

INFORMATION ITEMS:

· The council members received a copy of the student accident list for September.

· The council members also received a copy of the minutes from the September CSIP Committee meeting.

· Cross country teams and football are still in action for the fall sports; winter sports practices have begun.

NEW BUSINESS – PROJECT GRADUATION REQUEST TABLED – Mrs. Maria Batistoni appeared on behalf of Project Graduation to request funding from the council/school.  A pamphlet was distributed to the council members regarding activities planned for the annual celebration.  The council tabled discussion on this item until the November SBDM meeting.
