B. AREAS ADDRESSED:  
· Family Engagement and Support was a primary focus in addition to efforts to provide high quality in-person and virtual learning opportunities.
· In-person master schedules reflected opportunities for students to have small group and whole group exposure to core subjects as well as Intervention and Enrichment, ESS and KSI. 
· MAP Assessment administered in Math, Reading, during the fall and spring for all Kindergarten students.  Data was compiled in all areas and growth was monitored.  We saw less than desired growth in our students in MAP as evidenced in reports. 
· Reading continues to be an area of focus for supporting our students.We implemented Orton Gillingham and Heggerty PA and Phonics in person and virtually. Data shows appropriate growth given the circumstances. (see detail below). Our first year of implementation was more successful than expected and higher than what MAP represents.
· Assessment results reviewed with the SBDM Council fall and spring.  KSI and ESS adjustments were made as data was discussed each nine weeks and as students transitioned into NPES. KSI was continued during NTI with packets sent home to individual student families.Online lessons were provided to individuals needing extra support. 
· Heggerty Phonemic Awareness program continued to be implemented and Lexia was introduced school-wide in 2020-2021 for intervention and progress monitoring in reading and math. Other subjects are also available and rounded out more technology options for the additional COVID-19 closure.
· School Emergency Plan Approved 
· BRIGANCE results show 34% of Kindergarten students Ready to Learn.
· Emphasis on PBIS school-wide -  Great Eight Work Ethic Standards. These have been updated to include just the first two work ethic standards; Attendance and Personal Responsibility. We used daily announcements and verbal praise rather than tokens and celebrations due to health restrictions.
· District wide PLD days we held to help teachers adapt and provide high-quality Virtual Learning. Parent conferences were offered virtually.
· CSIP shared and approved 
· Instructional Rounds conducted by all members of the leadership team with specific feedback given to teachers
· Activities were coordinated for our school community through our Family Resource 
· Title I Program Review Assurances for 20-21
· Professional Development plan for 22-11
· Title 1 Compact and Parent Involvement Policy as well as Title 1 and ESS budgets for 21-22. Revisions made to address inequities due to COVID-19 and prepare for possible 21-22 gaps (provide in school support, summer school, next school year 21-22).
         C/D.  SUCCESSES and ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
· PBIS Expectations were taught and reviewed after each school break. 
· Kindergarten Green Team conducts energy audits in classrooms monthly and learns how to conserve energy.
· Alternate Transition materials and experiences (virtual and adult visits to meet students) were provided for student home schools to ease transition to new buildings, as well as help rising preschool students transition to Kindergarten. Students submitted questions to principals, met school staff/ teachers, learning what to expect in First Grade.

                                MAP GROWTH: Goals for 2021
                                       
 May 2021, North Park will demonstrate growth as measured by MAP scores for Kindergarten students. Spring test results  will show an increase in percent on grade level as follows:             
By May 2021, the number of students meeting their grade level norm will increase from 67% to 77%   in Reading           
By May 2021, the number of students meeting their grade level norm will increase from 66% to 76%   in Math.           
Results:
Math : Only 55% of students were On Grade Level on the SPRING 2021 MAP Assessment.
Reading: Only 45% of students were On Grade Level on the SPRING 2021 MAP Assessment.

The MAP data is not consistent with the Early Literacy Skill data we collected on the District Phonological Skill and Phonics Skill Assessments, which does indicate more progress on specific Kindergarten skills in Reading. This data is collected over time in classroom assessments. Research suggests that instruction in phoneme manipulation plays a critical role in creating proficient and fluent readers. Phonemic awareness (oral and auditory)progresses into phonics ( letter-sound relationships), phonic decoding and eventually fluent and automatic reading. 

Moving into 21-22, we will focus our goals on these continua versus solely using the standardized test as our measure of student progress.
