ISSUE:
Acceptance of Contract  
FACTS:
Hardin County School Early College and Career Center has been approved for funding for the 2021-22 school year. This is a funding source created through area technology centers (ATCs) moving from state control to local control. Local control ATCs are allocated 75% of their funding after year one. The remaining 25% of funds have been reallocated to fund previously unfunded district centers.

 
EC3’s allocation was based upon the number of attend hours accumulated by students in valid CTE pathways at the center during Fall 2019 (Fall 2020 attend hours data was not used as attend hours were adversely affected by COVID-19). The fall 2019 attend hours were then converted to full-time equivalent (FTE) values (FTE values are the accumulated attend hours divided by 6). Your center’s allocation is a proportional amount of the total based on your center’s FTE.  Based on this formula, Hardin County Schools will receive $157,759.000
