ISSUE:


Marie Faye Stuckey has requested early graduation, at the end of her seventh semester, in order to attend Carl Perkins Institute starting in January 2006. 

FACTS:

Marie Faye Stuckey will have completed the minimum required credits for graduation at the end of the fall semester 2005.  She will also have taken all required core classes for graduation from Central Hardin High School.

Marie is a special needs student who has been accepted by Carl Perkins Institute after graduation.  She has been afforded the opportunity to start at Carl Perkins in January of 2006.

This is a special circumstance request, not intended to set a precedent, for early graduations.

CONCLUSION:

This special/early graduation will allow Marie Faye Stuckey to move on toward her life goals and will allow her to start receiving career/job training six months earlier than otherwise possible.

This decision should not be considered as anything except an attempt to assist a student to move forward toward life after high school. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Recommend Marie Faye Stuckey be granted permission for early graduation, upon the condition that she meets all course and credit requirements at the end of the 2005 fall semester..
