The existing ballasted EPDM single ply roof system is the original roof assembly installed during building construction.  The roof system is leaking in many location due to shrinking of the membrane.  Consequently,  roof membrane seam failure and flashings pulling from adjoining walls has caused the need for replacement.  The roof  ballast and EPDM membrane will be removed to the insulation.  Any wet or deteriorated insulation will be replaced.  The existing insulation will be mechanically fastened to the deck and a new cover board insulation mopped over the base layers. A hot applied built-up roof system will be installed with a gravel protective surfacing.  New sheet metal components and flashings will also be installed at the perimeter edges, parapet walls, equipment details and terminations.  Tapered insulation saddles will be installed between the drains.
