Memorandum of Understanding: School-Based Services 2021-2022
The Collaborative Service Agreement between Conner High School and Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group will have the following components:

1. The goal is to facilitate the provision of comprehensive mental health services for individuals and groups, including family and caregiver support and education, to those who are referred by the staff at Conner High School or its agents.  

2. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group therapists will provide intake and ongoing mental health counseling services for students in the school setting and consult and collaborate with school staff to provide supports for students and families. 
3. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group therapists will be credentialed with their licensure boards and provide copies of licenses as requested.

4. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group ·will ensure compliance with all existing federal, state, and local laws and regulations governing the scope of practice of mental health professionals.

5. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group will provide a list of therapists and/or other personnel and their role, who will be working in Conner High, by the first day of school and updated if changes are made during the term of the agreement.

6. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group will comply with state regulations which may include background checks, fingerprinting, child abuse and neglect check, etc as required by the KCSD for outside providers working with students on school grounds. (REG 160.151)
7. Bluegrass Behavioral Health Group will maintain confidentiality according to HIPA

8. During the term of this agreement, Conner High staff agrees to:

a. provide a safe environment, space, and reasonable accommodations to allow the                                                                provision of services during the school day and in the school buildings.

b. Identify students for mental health counseling services.
c. Comply with FERPA standards.

d. Provide a district liaison for questions and concerns from providers.
9. During the terms of this agreement, BGBH agrees to:

a. Provide a mental health professional for individual counseling on at least 2 days per week for the school year, and 1 day per week during the summer break period. 

b. Provide at least 12- 6 week small group sessions throughout the course of the year

c. Provide parent/caregiver support and educational programing, as needed, to support the mental health needs of the student population. 
10. Conner High School agrees to pay BGBH directly for these services, invoiced monthly, in the amount of $44,060. 
11. BGBH agrees to provide additional service hours beyond what is outlined above, to students who qualify under Medicaid or commercial insurance, who agree to or choose to use this avenue of payment, in the instance that it may be beneficial to them (IE: access to TCM services, meeting co-pay, etc) 
12. The terms of this agreement are valid from October 1 – July  2021 (renewable for 2nd year)  (Begin in Sept. 2021 with intake process preferably)  
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
