 The Central Hardin High School Girls Golf Team for winning the 2005 Leachman Buick & GMC/ KHSAA Girls' State Golf Championship. Team members are ALLYSON RAMBO, TONYA PUCKETT, KAELA SMITH, KARISA AKIN and MORGAN CROSS. This is Central Hardin’s first state title in any sport. After finishing second last season, the goal for the Central Hardin girls' team was to win the state championship, and they did so in impressive fashion. They shot a two-day total of 629 to win by 11 strokes.

The high school coaches do not have the time to give the varsity level the attention they need as well as teach the middle school students the basics.  The motion was made by Mr. Nelson and seconded by Ms. Emary to approve the creation of a head wrestling coach position for middle schools when at least 20 student-athletes participate with the extra service increment equal to the high school assistant wrestling coach position of $1,787.

He/she will be allowed to work towards a GED or Hardin County High diploma for graduation but may not return to John Hardin High School.
