ORDER #9457 – APPROVED A DEADLINE OF DECEMBER 31, 2005 FOR JENKINS ESSEX TO COMPLETE PUNCH LIST ITEMS AT EAST HARDIN MIDDLE SCHOOL – Sarah Whitaker updated the board on the status of some outstanding punch list items at East Hardin Middle School. Some of the items have been taken care of but there are some minor issues that have not yet been fixed. She stated that the board needs to make a decision as to how they want to proceed. The motion was made by Mr. Tubbs and seconded by Mr. Nelson to approve a deadline of December 31, 2005 for completing all remaining punch list items. If these items are not completed by the deadline, the board will hold the remaining $10,000 and fix the items using our staff or outside contractors. If the remaining items cost more than $10,000, the board will bill Jenkins Essex for any additional cost.
