2006-07 School Calendar Recommendation

FACTS:

According to KRS 158.070: The local board of education, upon recommendation of the local school district superintendent, shall adopt a school calendar for the upcoming school year that establishes the opening and closing dates of the school term, beginning and ending dates of each school month, instructional days, and days on which schools shall be dismissed.  The minimum school term shall be one hundred and eighty-five (185) days, including no less than the equivalent of one hundred and seventy-five (175) six (6) hour instructional days. 

The calendar up for adoption by the Hardin County Board of Education has 175 instructional days, 4 professional development days, 4 holidays, an opening and closing day, which fulfills the requirement of a 185- day calendar as mandated by KRS. 158.070.

The following dates would be used if school were dismissed because of inclement weather and/or emergencies during the 2006-07 school year.

1. May 18, 2007

2. May 21, 2007

3. May 22, 2007

4. May 23, 2007

5. May 24, 2007
