MINUTES

NOVEMBER  9, 2005    

The Rineyville Elementary School-Based Decision Making Council convened in the Cafeteria on November 9, 2005.  Meeting was called to order by Mr. Coffey at 2:35.

The following members were present:  Billy Coffey,  Jeanne Crockard,  Helene Harris, Chris Kirkwood,  Michelle Winchell and Cathy Yates, Secretary.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS

The council recognized the following visitors: Jennifer Wiseman,  Amanda Johnson and Peggy Circle.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the September 13 meeting.  Ms. Kirkwood made a  motion to approve the minutes.  Ms. Harris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

September and October Financial Reports were reviewed by the committee.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Climate Committee report was given by Ms. Circle, as attached.  Awards night is next Thursday, Nov. 17.  192 trophies have been ordered and received.  Ms. Harris suggested that we indicate on the daily announcements when flowers have been sent.

Student Services Committee report will be given next month by Mr. Tucker.

Instructional Committee report was given by Ms. Johnson.  Next year’s textbook decision is put on hold until we find out if the county is adopting a specific publisher to be used county-wide.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

There were 21 accidents reported since school has started.  One reason for the increase is that this covers a longer period of time than usual, since we did not have an October meeting.  Twelve of these occurred on the playground, 7 were in the gym, 1 on the stairs, 

1 in the tunnel and 1 in the classroom.

NEW SBDM MEMBER

Rineyville’s population contains over 8% minority.  Antonio Menendez, art teacher, has stated that he will be glad to fill the extra position.  Ms. Harris made a motion to approve Mr. Menendez’ appointment; Ms. Winchell seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

PAVE VISION EDUCATION PROGRAM

We are still looking into the legalities of sending out a school-wide flier regarding the program.  Ms Winchell suggested that Ms. Manson could familiarize the local doctors of the program.  Mr. Coffey is going to check with Carol Cantwell.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Adams, even though not in attendance, has suggested that the SBDM committee come to a consensus regarding the new calendar, and that we e-mail Dr. Hughes regarding our recommendation.  The matter was discussed, and it was decided that everyone needs to e-mail our preference of the choices presented so far.  Mr. Coffey stated that if everyone came up with  their own calendar, there would be too many choices.  Mr. Adams could send an e-mail on behalf of the council.  Mr. Coffey asked for two weeks in October and one in the spring (because of testing).  Those spring break days that are designated for snow make-up days would be moved to the end of the year, if the  calendar is to be changed.

CSIP
The committee discussed the construction progress and decided that the Historic Committee should report regularly at SBDM meetings.  Communication with parents and students regarding the construction will be through the quarterly newsletters.

OTHER BUSINESS

Ms. Winchell expressed her concerns about mold in the primary section.  A mold inspection has been taken.  The committee suggested the following solutions:

1) The committee will work on a wellness policy.  The Climate Committee will be responsible for addressing issues regarding health and safety issues, especially concerning the new construction process.

2) SBDM members will be provided with written inspection reports.

3) Biological samplings of air and environment will be tested.

Mr. Coffey stated that David Wyatt has checked the moisture content.  There was a slight problem in the carpeting and it will be treated.  They have tested outside air quality compared to inside air.  Ms. Circle will present these issue to the Climate Committee in order to assure the health and safety of students during construction.
