EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

     Our Comprehensive School Improvement Plan’s major focus for 2009-2010 is implementing strategies and interventions to help struggling students, while creating extended learning opportunities for students already succeeding.  This will require frequent common assessments to monitor student progress.  Another focus is in the area of writing.  We will implement the SPAT technique and writing Proficient Paragraphs in an effort to improve On Demand scores and writing in general.  There will be a continued focus on The Thoughtful Classroom teaching model, refining the MAP assessment program with an emphasis on Compass Learning, and working on improving our math program through differentiated instruction.  School-wide professional development for 2009-2010 will focus on questioning, assessments, differentiation and further training in SPAT. Additionally, two interventionists will be used to work with students scoring in the bottom 20th percentile in reading according to MAP scores. We will continue the E. S. S. daytime waiver option that will also be used in reading and math.  

     In the remaining components of the SIP, Learning Environment Component strategies include focusing on providing a safer learning environment for students and improving working relationships and communication with parents.  The Efficiency Component includes strategies to promote and invigorate the mission and vision for G. C. Burkhead through monitoring and meaningful feedback. Additionally, it addresses areas in which making day to day operations smoother.
The 2009-2010 Process of Developing the School Improvement Plan
· The mission statement was developed and approved by staff in 2002.    

· The entire staff conducted a data analysis on the 2009 KCCT data during a school faculty meeting.  

· In addition to the new data analysis information, 2009 NCLB test data, and SB 168 information were also considered as support for strategies and activities that needed to remain in the current school plan.

· The faculty met and defined new priority needs to be addressed in the CSIP and reviewed the current plan to edit as needed.  The faculty was provided a draft to review prior to the SBDM approval.

· A parent survey was issued to obtain input on school needs.  

· Based on the information collected and reviewed, and the Standards and Indicators for School Improvement, the 2009-2011 School Improvement was updated.

· The new plan was submitted to the council at the December 14th, 2009 site based council meeting.

· On December 12th, 2009, the council reviewed and accepted the Priority Needs, Causes, Goals and Objectives, and Strategies and Activities at a public meeting.
