Food Service Facts…..

Did You Know:


The primary purpose of the National School Lunch Program is to provide healthy food options for students.  If your household is having difficulty with payment of meals, please complete an application for free or reduced meals in order to prevent high meal charges and costly fees.  You may apply for meal benefits ANYTIME during the school year.


Each student in the district has a “meal account” with a specific four digit identifier.

Students key in their number or give the cashier their name or number at the point of meal service.  Due to this meal accountability system, payments can be made during meal service or parents can pay by the week or month, which ever the parent/student may choose.  Cashiers periodically send “low balance letters” or “negative balance letters” to let parents know when their child’s account has become low on funds or has a negative balance.  It is the responsibility of the parent and the student to make sure the student has money in his/her account.  State Policy does not allow charges, however the Gallatin County Public School System allows a student to have three charges.  After three charges the parent will need to pack their breakfast/lunch until the charges are taken care of.  There are absolutely NO CHARGES allowed after April 15th of each year.

Child feeding programs operate as a business WITHIN the school district receiving no local or state tax dollars.  The program operates from revenues received for the payment of meals and federal funds from the National School Lunch Program.


The Gallatin County Public School Food Service Program operates within the federal guidelines of the National School Lunch Program, the National School Breakfast Program, and the After School Snack Program.  The program does not contract with outside vendors to provide food products for the federally funded meal programs.  All food is prepared on site.  The district is in compliance with the Competitive Food Rule which prohibits students from purchasing beverages or food items outside of the meals offered at the school, until ½ hour after the last lunch period.  No vending machines are available to students to purchase snacks and the only beverage available from vending is water.
