ISSUE

 The Board needs to approve a firm for Special Inspections for the steel package for the CHHS Project.  Special Inspections are required by KDE and help to ensure the building is built to current building codes and updated construction standards.  The need for this inspection was an oversite as Stewart Richey, the steel provider, is not a certified fabricator but had a $ 2,000,000 lower bid than Geiger and Peters who did.  ($5,996,000 vs $3,995,000)
FACTS

 The Kentucky Department of Education requires a local Board of Education to have special inspections and testing for soils, foundations, concrete, masonry and structural steel in accordance with the 2007 Edition of the Kentucky Building Code, Chapters 17, 18, 19, 21, and 22.
