Academic success is the key focus for students in the Hardin County School District.  Because of this emphasis, the board requested information regarding the amount of financial support needed for academic teams in an effort to build program pride, bring more positive attention and encourage participation in academic endeavors.  


FACTS

The district currently pays stipends for all coaching positions including academic coaches.  The district also pays the mileage cost on all competitive trips (sports, band and academic) but does not cover the cost of the driver’s salary. This is consistent with the financial support provided to academic teams by other districts.  
In addition to the academic team, the Hardin County School District is also proud of the increasing opportunities for academic competition extended by other co-curricular groups to include but not limited to: Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA), Future Farmers of America (FFA), Family, Career and Community Leaders of America(FCCLA), Technology Student Association(TSA), Kentucky Youth Assembly (KYA), Kentucky United Nations Assembly (KUNA), Foreign language competitions, Journalism, Beta, Speech/Debate.
