Request: 
To use charter bus transportation for the Rineyville Elementary School 5th 

grade students to travel to Bowling Green, Kentucky to the Bowling Green Assembly Plant (Corvette Museum) on March 30, 2010.

Facts:
The Rineyville Elementary School 5th grade students will travel via commercial carrier to Bowling Green, Kentucky to the Bowling Green Assembly Plant (Corvette Museum).  This trip allows our students the opportunity to put into practice the life skills we have taught in the classrooms.  This trip will be a culminating activity to content standard instruction this school year. It will focus on exposure to the academic areas of: Science, Social Studies, Economics, and Math.  Below you will find direct correlation to the content standards taught.  


SS-05-3.4.1  Students will describe production, distribution, and consumption of goods and services in the history of the U.S. (Colonization, Industrialization, Twentieth Century to Present)

The trip to the Bowling Green Assembly Plant (Corvette Museum) will be at no cost to the students.  The expenses will be covered in full by fifth grade fundraising.  Therefore, all students will have the opportunity to participate in this learning experience as long as parent/guardian permission has been granted.  For this trip, there will be approximately 90 students going and approximately 18-20 teachers/parents attending.  (Parents attending, must be approved through a background check and a volunteer form must be on file.)
