SBDM Minutes
April 21, 2022
Meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m.
Members present were Heather Goodman, Alex Vega, Rachel Stinnett, Roger Henson, Morgan Pitvorec and Heather Paulsen.  
Council reviewed the current agenda.  Morgan Pitvorec made a motion to approve the agenda; motion was seconded by Alex Vega.  All were in consensus.
Council reviewed the March meeting minutes.  Roger Henson made a motion to approve the minutes; motion was seconded by Rachel Stinnett.  All were in consensus.
No public comment.
Heather Goodman shared the Principal’s report with council members including the following information:
· Enrollment:  We currently have 463 students enrolled.
· Updates:
· Cumberland Healthy Kids Dental Clinic was here 13th-15th. Many students were screened.
· April 15th was our first full day Friday this school year.  Everything ran smoothly and the extra instructional time was appreciated.
· STLP competed at the state competition and did very well.
· STAR testing was administered this week and very few make-ups need to be completed.
· Career Speakers, athletic trainers, spoke with 4th and 5th graders in PE this week.
·  Upcoming events:
· Panther Place Family Night is coming up Thursday, Apr 28th from 5:00-5:45 pm.
· A testing motivation assembly, Remix,  is scheduled on April 28th for 3rd through 5th graders.
· No school on May 6th for students and teachers.  Classified staff has to report as a snow make-up day. 
· School is in session on May 17th  to make up for a snow day.
· Summer School sign-ups are taking place.  We currently have 74 students interested in attending.
Heather Goodman presented to the Council the year to date budget for Section 6 and the General Fund.  
Heather Goodman discussed with the Council the process for student placement for the 22-23 school year.  Mrs. Goodman, Mr. Breunig, and grade level teams met this week to discuss possible student placement for the upcoming year. Personality, academic needs, as well as any needs discussed by parents during meetings with Mrs. Goodman, will all be considered for placement.
Heather Goodman discussed Early Release Fridays for the 22-23 school year.  The Friday dates have been released by the district.  There are a total of 6 early release days and no student programming will be offered on those dates. 
Heather Goodman informed the Council that KSA (formerly KPREP) testing will be taking place May 10th-17th with make-up dates to follow.  3rd-5th grades will be testing. The days and lengths of testing vary between grade levels.
Heather Goodman presented the Title I Parent-School Learning Compact for the 22-23 school year to the Council for approval.  Morgan Pitvorec made a motion to accept the compact document pending deletion of the “Healthy at School” statement; motion was seconded by Alex Vega. All were in consensus.  
Heather Goodman presented the proposed Use of School Space for the 22-23 School Year to the Council for approval.  The proposal has Helm/Hurley/Solorzano/Addison moving from Room 112 to Room 110, Mrs. Paulsen moving from Room 214 to 112, and the Workroom moving from Room 110 to 214. If the air compressor cannot be repaired over the summer in the nurse’s office, that room and Mr. Priddy’s current room will be swapped. Alex Vega made a motion to accept the proposed use of space changes; motion was seconded by Rachel Stinnett. All were in consensus.
Heather Goodman presented Policy 21.02 (Retention of Students at Grade Level) to Council for the first reading and revision. Suggested changes included to exclude specific dates (i.e.18th week of school) to a more general statement of “no later than 2 weeks after the completion of spring STAR testing” and also to update to our current means of testing (STAR). The policy will also outline the process for retention which will include retention form documentation and letters. The policy will be brought back to Council with proposed changes for a second reading and approval.
Heather Goodman informed the Council of Awards Day and Field Day dates and times for the 21-22 school year:
· Awards Day will be May 19th: 
3rd Grade 8:45, 2nd Grade 9:45, 4th grade 10:45, 1st grade 11:45, 5th grade 12:45.
· Field Day will be May 20th.  The rain date for field day is May 23rd. 
Heather Goodman asked Heather Paulsen to update Council on yearbook sales.  We have currently sold 79 yearbooks and have a quote of selling 180.  Mrs. Goodman will send out another reminder to parents on Monday.
Heather Goodman informed Council that SBDM elections for the 22-23 school year will take place in May.  PTO will handle the parent elections; election most likely will be held on Awards Day. Staff voting will also take place.

Heather Goodman presented March committee minutes to Council for their review.
